Students will study a mock trial starting from preparing a case; drafting a plaint, an argument, a
statement and other applications. Students will also undertake a training session in giving legal advice under
the supervision of a lecturer. Emphasis is on the legal consultation and the solution of real problems brought
up by the general people as well as the solution of hypothetical cases. Moreover, students will learn how to
draft a juristic act and a contract and provide other kinds of legal service. Also included in this course will be
the establishment and administration of law office.
